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Read Acts 9:1–18: 
Meanwhile, Saul was still breathing out murderous threats against the Lord’s disciples. 
He went to the high priest and asked him for letters to the synagogues in Damascus, 
so that if he found any there who belonged to the Way, whether men or women, he 
might take them as prisoners to Jerusalem. As he neared Damascus on his journey, 
suddenly a light from heaven flashed around him. He fell to the ground and heard a 
voice say to him, “Saul, Saul, why do you persecute me?”

“Who are you, Lord?” Saul asked.

“I am Jesus, whom you are persecuting,” he replied. “Now get up and go into the city, 
and you will be told what you must do.”

The men traveling with Saul stood there speechless; they heard the sound but did not 
see anyone. Saul got up from the ground, but when he opened his eyes he could see 
nothing. So they led him by the hand into Damascus. For three days he was blind, and 
did not eat or drink anything.

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In Damascus there was a disciple named Ananias. The Lord called to him in a vision, 
“Ananias!”

“Yes, Lord,” he answered.

The Lord told him, “Go to the house of Judas on Straight Street and ask for a man 
from Tarsus named Saul, for he is praying. In a vision he has seen a man named 
Ananias come and place his hands on him to restore his sight.”

“Lord,” Ananias answered, “I have heard many reports about this man and all the harm 
he has done to your holy people in Jerusalem. And he has come here with authority 
from the chief priests to arrest all who call on your name.”

But the Lord said to Ananias, “Go! This man is my chosen instrument to proclaim my 
name to the Gentiles and their kings and to the people of Israel. I will show him how 
much he must suffer for my name.”

Then Ananias went to the house and entered it. Placing his hands on Saul, he said, 
“Brother Saul, the Lord—Jesus, who appeared to you on the road as you were coming 
here—has sent me so that you may see again and be filled with the Holy Spirit.” 
Immediately, something like scales fell from Saul’s eyes, and he could see again. He 
got up and was baptized…

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Read Acts 20:17–33: 
(Farewell letter to Ephesian Elders)

From Miletus, Paul sent to Ephesus for the elders of the church. When they arrived, he 
said to them: “You know how I lived the whole time I was with you, from the first day 
I came into the province of Asia. I served the Lord with great humility and with tears 
and in the midst of severe testing by the plots of my Jewish opponents. You know that 
I have not hesitated to preach anything that would be helpful to you but have taught 
you publicly and from house to house. I have declared to both Jews and Greeks that 
they must turn to God in repentance and have faith in our Lord Jesus.

“And now, compelled by the Spirit, I am going to Jerusalem, not knowing what will 
happen to me there. I only know that in every city the Holy Spirit warns me that prison 
and hardships are facing me. However, I consider my life worth nothing to me; my only 
aim is to finish the race and complete the task the Lord Jesus has given me—the task 
of testifying to the good news of God’s grace.

“Now I know that none of you among whom I have gone about preaching the kingdom 
will ever see me again. Therefore, I declare to you today that I am innocent of the 
blood of any of you. For I have not hesitated to proclaim to you the whole will of God. 
Keep watch over yourselves and all the flock of which the Holy Spirit has made you 
overseers. Be shepherds of the church of God, which he bought with his own blood. I 
know that after I leave, savage wolves will come in among you and will not spare the 
flock. Even from your own number men will arise and distort the truth in order to draw 
away disciples after them. So be on your guard! Remember that for three years I never 
stopped warning each of you night and day with tears.

“Now I commit you to God and to the word of his grace, which can build you up 
and give you an inheritance among all those who are sanctified. I have not coveted 
anyone’s silver or gold or clothing.

In these verses late in Paul’s life, how is he living more for heaven 
than earth? How does Paul describe his priorities?

How is Paul’s generosity more about God and others and less about 
himself?
